It
is a unique opportunity to enhance your critical thinking, leadership qualities and
knowledge on Social Democracy and Political Economy and develop networks with
other progressive activists and academics. The Autumn School defines Social
Democracy as the equal realisation of the fundamental values of freedom, justice
and solidarity. The programme aims to enable South Africa’s next generation of
socially responsible and politically active citizens and leaders who promote a better
life for everyone.

Where and When:

The Fort Hare Autumn School consists of three modules that run through the year
as block sessions, additional virtual engagements in between as well as a graduation
ceremony in 2023. Each module looks at a specific theme.
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How:

We apply a mix of theoretical inputs in the form of literature, videos and seminar
discussions combined with innovative formats and practical group work where the
students make use of the acquired theoretical knowledge to analyse, discuss and
assess current South African politics and policies, also engaging international
experiences.

Our methodology promotes the acceptance of controversial content. That means
what is controversial in science and politics will also be presented as controversial
during the seminars. Thus it will be ensured that you learn how to express your
opinion, argue your cause and counter arguments. Our resource persons are
reputable experts, outstanding scholars, policy practitioners and leaders in their own
respective fields as well as eminent decision makers and activists. We enable the
sharing of experiences and we discuss ways of successfully translating analysis into
social and political projects.

e 3rd year up to Masters level (any faculty)

e Not older than 35 years of age
